Method: histological examination
Femoral bone specimens were fixed in 4% paraformaldehyde (pH 7.26) for 7 days, decalcified in 10% EDTA from 14 to 30 days, and then embedded in paraffin. Serial 5-µm thick sections were made and stained using masson trichrome, which stains fibrous collagen-rich tissue blue and skeletal muscle red. Images were captured using a QImaging digital camera at 20×, and the relative fraction of red and blue pixels in each image was were captured using a digital camera (Imaging, Surrey, BC Canada)
