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COVID-19 AS A FACTOR OF POST-TRAUMATIC STRESS DISORDER

In the article, the author emphasizes that, although our country is currently at war, we should not
forget about the pandemic situation related to COVID-19, both in Ukraine and in the world. Because, hu-
manity is only at the beginning of understanding the peculiarities of the origin, course and consequences of
the impact of COVID-19 on human mental health. Also in the article, it is emphasized that it is necessary
to draw the attention of scientists and practitioners to the development of effective standardized protocols
for psychological rehabilitation of health workers and people with COVID-19, for the timely prevention of
post-traumatic stress disorder.

The purpose of this article was to analyze the possible risks of developing post-traumatic stress
disorder in health care workers and people who have become ill with a severe form of COVID-19.
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The article also noted that patients who tested positive for COVID-19 were diagnosed with men-
tal disorders such as anxiety, panic attacks, depression, symptoms of obsessive-compulsive disorder, or
insomnia within three months of testing positive for COVID. -19. At the same time, it was stated that the
symptoms of "pseudo-PTSD" were also detected. In post-traumatic stress disorder, the moment of onset of
the traumatic situation and its finalization is observed. COVID-19 is more of a "cumulative injury", there
is no beginning or end. At the same time, a person is constantly in a state of stress, and there is a state of
expectation that all this should end soon, but nothing ends.

The article offered recommendations for maintaining the psychological well-being of health pro-
fessionals who have treated and are treating patients with COVID-19 and the patients themselves and their
families.

It is also noted that the prospect of further research will be aimed at studying the features of se-
lection and effective use of psychological rehabilitation tools, in order to use them to build more effec-
tive rehabilitation measures to overcome psychological trauma of health care workers, people with severe
COVID-19.
