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Kutovyi A. B. “NEW HUMANISM” AS PHILOSOPHICAL AND LITERARY PROBLEM:
ASPECTS OF THE SCIENTIFIC DISCUSSION

The article deals with the study of the problem of terminological and classification uncertainty for a group
of concepts united under the common name "new humanism", existing in modern literary studies and humanities.
At the current stage of scientific research in such fields as literary criticism and history of literature, philosophy
and cultural studies there exists inconsistency in the issue of description and differentiation of modern forms
and directions of humanism. As for the newest form of humanism formed at the end of the 20th — beginning
of the 21st century, it is viewed as a set of humanism strands rather than as a single unified direction, with
researchers offering their own parallel views and theoretical developments and using the following names to
describe them: posthumanism, new humanism, neohumanism, metahumanism, transhumanism, antihumanism.
The article presents the viewpoints on the specified problem of leading researchers in the field, including
Francesca Ferrando, Pramod Nayar, Stefan Herbrechter, Cary Wolfe and others, along with the classifications
developed and proposed by them; the most influential up-to-date scientific and journalistic publications
on the topic are indicated; among other things, the concepts of critical posthumanism, philosophical
posthumanism, posthuman, transhuman and metahuman are considered; the content-forming categories
for the umbrella terms of posthumanism and new humanism are highlighted in the framework of a unifying
approach to the above-listed trends and schools of thought; finally, other characteristics of the posthumanist
philosophical view on the essence of a human being crucial to the literary studies are outlined. As a result
of the analysis of the specialized researchers’ corpus of scientific works it was established that the existing
variability of approaches and interpretations on the issue of new humanism undoubtedly indicates the existing
conceptual differences and potential contradictions between these approaches; however, literary scholars are
obliged to consider all of these in their own researches, as each of these points of view on the problem presents
its own different model of human existence, embodied differently in the modern literary process.
