Since the 1990s, the boundaries between migration literature and national literature have been increasingly ques-
tioned, and the criterion of authors' origin has been losing weight in comparison with the thematic and aesthetic aspects
of their work. At this time, one can observe a transnational turn in literary studies, which involves the conceptualization
of a nation as conditional and subject to historicization. Transnational studies which rely on the constant transgression of
national, ethnic and cultural boundaries open a productive perspective for literary studies. Transnational literature over-
comes the dichotomy between national and minority literature, between "own" and "foreign", and develops new aesthetic
paradigms characterized by mobility and transculturality.

The article analyzes literary research perspectives and cognitive value of the concept of transnationality. It is noted that
currently there is no generally accepted definition of "transnational literature", but there are two most common aspects of
this phenomenon. On the one hand, it is considered in the context of a research approach that covers any texts that go
beyond national and cultural borders. On the other hand, it is used for characterization of modern texts, which are written
by authors of another (different from the native) national, cultural and linguistic affiliation and contain certain transnational
features of writing both at the content and formal level. Thus, transnationality involves consideration of texts that belong
not only to modern literature but also to previous eras.

Special attention in the article is directed to three levels of decoding transnational literature: biographical-referential,
thematic-content and aesthetic (textual-structural). It was determined that the simultaneous examination of a transnational
text at all three levels prevents the focus of text decoding from shifting to non-literary aspects, enables its aesthetic assess-
ment, and contributes to a high degree of objectivity in the analysis and persuasiveness of the interpretation.
