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The present study has set the following objectives: To find out the personality traits
among undergraduate students, to examine intra-college differences between the mean
scores of male and female students on personality traits. Total sample comprised of
400 students studying in four different colleges; College of Home Science, College of
Agriculture, College of Basic Sciences and Humanities and College of Agricultural
Engineering and Technology. Kundu Introversion Extraversion Inventory (Kundu,
1976) was used to measure introversion extroversion dimension of individual’s
personality behaviour. Results indicated that majority of the males as well as females
in all colleges were ambiverts followed by introverts and only few respondents were
extravert. Intra-college gender-based mean score differences of personality traits were
found to be non-significant. Which means personality traits of both males and females
in the same college were similar.
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
