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Management practices followed by milk producers in Pune

Results
revealed that feeding of cows was major management practice which was expressed by 100.00 per cent. Breeding and drying-
off-a cow were next major management practices followed in dairy unit which was expressed by 97.91 per cent. Cleaning,
washing, inspection and culling obtained by 95.83 per cent. Milking was also found one of the major practices followed in
dairy unit which was expressed by 93.97 per cent.
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
